Lookout Points

Gedeonseck:

Gedeonseck vantage point and the pan-
orama restaurant of the same name are
just a short walk from the chairlift's up-
per terminus. The view of the big Rhine
loop from here is fantastic.

Eisenbolz:

The ‘Eisenbolz’ is a hill with a circular
route between Boppard and Bad Salzig
and is especially suitable for Nordic walk-
ing. From here, you have a fantastic view
of both localities, the “Hostile Brothers”
and the Rhine itself.

Five Lakes View:

Visitors to the Five Lake View observa-
tion tower are rewarded with breathta-
king views into the Rhine Valley and of
the Hunsrick, Eifel and Westerwald
peaks once they have climbed the 27.4
m to the top.

Elector’s castle/Museum @

The buildings of the Elector’s Castle, which are directly next to the
Rhine, form a rectangle with an inner courtyard. A five-storey keep
rises above the courtyard. For a long time, it was thought that it
had been founded by Archbishop-Elector Baldwin of Trier. More
recent investigations show that this medieval Rhine fortress was
founded as long ago as 1265 by Richard of Cornwall. He laid the
foundation stone for the mighty keep. Building stopped for some
time after Boppard was pledged to the Bishop of Trier, Baldwin
of Luxembourg, in 1312. It was not possible to extend the keep
until after military occupation in 1327. The building initially served
as a fortress to control the town, then as a toll station on the Rhi-
ne. The museum has experienced many changes during its more
than hundred-year history in the Electoral Castle. One of the most
extensive of these was its refurbishment after the building had
been restored. This now forms one of the focal points — the cast-
le has become an exhibit. Extracts from Boppard'’s history in the
late Middle Ages and the early modern period are exhibited in the
town history section. The extensive collection of bentwood furni-
ture also tells the story of the life of Michael Thonet, a son of the
town, who began as a craftsman with an idea and created a world
concern. Regularly changing history and art-related exhibitions
and events are part of the normal programme of the museum.

‘Bodobrica’ Roman Fort

Places worth seeing

‘Bodobrica’ Roman Fort @

Roman history at every turn. Boppard was one of the most impor-
tant Roman settlements on the Middle Rhine. As a direct result
of Julius Caesar's triumphal campaigns in Germania, this region
also came under Roman control. The area was formerly occupied
by the Celts who gave the name ‘BAUDOBRIGA' to their ancient
settlement. After traces of early Roman occupation at the start of
the Muhltal, not far from what now constitutes the western bor-
ders of the town, in the middle of the fourth century work began
on a substantial fortification called BODOBRICA, from which the
present name BOPPARD is derived. The proportions of the late
Roman fortress, which is located right on the banks of the Rhine,
are impressive. It measures around 1,010 by 505 feet, forming a
rectangle of around 4.7 hectares. The walls are 10 ft. thick to the
inland side and 8 ft. thick towards the Rhine. It was 29 ft. high and
thus presented an impressive obstacle to intended attack. In addi-
tion, on the inland side, the fortress boasted 20 horseshoe-shaped
towers, each at regular intervals of about 88 ft., which offered
additional protection against a possible attack from that direction.
Later times became too disturbed for the Roman occupiers and
they finally left the Rhine, the former ancient fortress formed the
heart of the settlement from which the current town developed.
Today, Boppard's streets and squares vibrate with modern life, but
its origins are still clearly visible. We can see the ruins of Roman
occupation with its mighty fortification, which still surrounds the
current town centre, and indeed the walls of this Roman fortress
are the best preserved in Germany.

The church, the vicarage and the garden
in Hirzenach constitute an ensemble.

Church of St Giles

Built in 1901 using older building ma-
terials, the neo-Gothic parish church
of St Giles in the attractive Bad Salzig
quarter is based on previous structures
dating back to the 10th century.

The Healing Spa of Bad Salzig

Half-timbered houses in the historic part of
the town

There are many old half-timbered houses to admire in the town
centre, e.g. in Kronengasse, in Untere MarktstralRe, in the mar-
ket place and in the Balz district. Of special interest are ‘Haus
Bodenbach’ where the gables stand on posts and are richly carved,
and the 'Haus zur Arche’ (16th/17th century), both of which are
in the Oberstralie.

Eltzer Hof

One example of the many medieval residences belonging to the
privileged at that time in Boppard is the carefully restored ‘Eltzer
Hof" (corner OberstraRe/Karmeliterstral3e). The building to the rear
dates back to the 16th century, while the main building at the front
is from the 18th century. The coat of arms of the noble families of
Eltz (lion) and Faust von Stromberg (chessboard) adorn the gable.

Ritter-Schwalbach-Haus

One part of the current Federal Acade-
my (formerly a monastery for Franciscan
monks) is the Ritter-Schwalbach-Haus
(Rheinalle 23) on the banks of the Rhine
(13th/15th century), one of the oldest
houses in Boppard. It is a square, three-sto-
rey building with little bay window turrets
and pointed, helmet-like towers standing
next to the medieval 'Sandtor’ (Sand Gate).

The healing spa of Bad Salzig with its park @

In 1901, Captain Theodor von Baginski, known as Hoffmann, be-
gan to drill in the area to find salty water and establish a spa. The
healing waters of the Barbara and Leonora springs were to provide
the basis for this bathing culture in the healing spa of Bad Salzig.
The grand opening was celebrated in 1907. The healing waters
are now no longer used for therapy in the clinic. The classical bath
houses are attached to a sauna and a therapy pool in new buildings.
You can also find the drinking hall designed by the artist Ursula
Bertram here. The arcades of ancient trees and landscaped areas
of the adjoining park which surrounds the Middle Rhine Clinic are
an invitation to walk and linger a while.

Boppard bike park is a small park with
a dirt track and a free ride route. The
dirt park is suitable for beginners and
advanced cyclists.

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Rambling & rock climb

Rambling

Wonderful hiking routes and footpaths
open up the Rhine Valley and the Huns-
rick heights. The Rheinsteig runs cross
regional on the right bank of the Rhine.
Between Bonn, Koblenz and Wiesbaden,
the 320-km long long-distance hiking
trail leads up and down mainly narrow
paths and challenging inclines through
forests and vineyards. From Boppard
you can reach the Rheinsteig easily via
the Boppard ferry.

On the left bank of the Rhine, the RheinBurgenWeg trail leads
along a length of approx. 200 km through the unique cultural land-
scape from the Rolandsbogen near Remagen to the Mauseturm
near Bingen, crossing Boppard and its districts. Both offer specta-
cular views of the Rhine Valley, the river and its castles.

Another outstanding long-distance hiking trail, one of Germany's
top trails, begins in Boppard: The Saar-Hunsrlick-Steig. The 410-
kilometre long hiking trail starts from here via ldar-Oberstein on
the Nahe, Hermeskeil, the eastern Hunsrlick and Saar-Hunsrlck
Nature Park, past the Saar loop trail at Mettlach in Saarland, Perl

Combination Hunsriick Railway and Hiking

One of the most beautiful hiking tours
connects the Middle Rhine Valley with
the Hunsrick: the Hunsrick Railway hi-
king trail. The trail follows the 16 km track
from Emmelshausen station to Boppard
station. Combined with an unforgettable
ride on the Hunsrlck Railway over the
steepest mountain railway stretch north
of the Alps, hikers can expect spectacu-
lar views. They can also enjoy a view from the ‘Liesenfelds Hut’
onto the Hubertus Viaduct before following the path

under the impressive overpass. Another highlight

of the way is the Elfenlay with great views over the @

Circular Hiking Trails ‘Traumschleifen’

The so-called Boppard ‘Traumschleifen’
(‘dream loops’) are circular hiking trails
with lengths of 5 to 15 km that pass
through the 10 districts and will prove
to you that Boppard is beautiful every-
where. The seven premium hiking
trails certified by the German Hiking
Institute offer a memorable hiking ex-
perience. Among them is the Ehrbach-
klamm ‘dream loop’, certified with 93 adventure points. As the
name ‘Finfseenblick’ (‘five lake view’) reveals, hikers can expect
breathtaking views of the Rhine Valley along this circular hiking trail.

But the Elfenlay, Hasenkammer, Marienberg and Rheingold river
loops also offer similar views, including the latter’s

famous Edgar Reitz View. With 87 adventure points,
the Klettersteig loop trail, which runs parallel to the
Mittelrhein via ferrata, is a relaxed alternative to the
alpine hiking experience.

Winegrowing

Wine and the Middle Rhine are inseparable, and
there is no better place than Bopparder Hamm
at the gates of the town of Boppard to enjoy the
majestic vineyards which produce a very fine,
exclusive wine to delight the spirit.

The vineyards of Bopparder
Hamm which dominate the
sweeping loop of the Rhine are
visual proof of Boppard's repu-
tation as the home of outstand-
ing winegrowing estates. The
south-facing slopes enjoy an
ideal angle to the sun, are able
to utilise the river's body of wa-
ter as thermal storage and are
well protected both from the
west and from the east, which
is even more favourable for the
mini-climate. In short, it consti-
tutes the optimum environment
for the cultivation of excellent
wine. The Bopparder Hamm
vineyard covers an area of 75

hectares and thus is the largest
single vineyard in the Middle
Rhine. It is divided up into high-
class individual estates, such
as Elfenlay, Fasserlay, Wein-
grube, Mandelstein, Feuerlay,
Ohlenberg and Engelstein. The
uncontested star among the
vines is still the Riesling, which,
because of the deep, weather-
ing rock with its slate content,
here produces a wine of a quite
distinctive character. Typical
aromas such as apple, mint
and various spices give the
Boppard Riesling an unmistak-
able flavour and offer the wine
connoisseur wonderful taste ex-

periences. However, the best of
sites could not produce a wine
of such high quality without the
passionate commitment and
know-how of local winegrowers
who really know how to bring
forth jewels of taste from their
wines. Work in the Bopparder
Hamm vineyards is still typi-
cally manual and is done almost
exclusively on the laborious,
steep slopes. Anyone coming
here at any time of the year will
see winegrowers busy prun-
ing, tying in the vines and look-
ing after the leaves and grapes.
Walks and rambles through the
Bopparder Hamm lead directly
to the nursery for the vines,
which will one day produce
the fully ripe grapes for wine.
A highlight of exploring the
vineyards is the ‘Middle Rhine
Spring Wine Festival" which

takes place at the end of April
and offers a selection of good
wine and culinary delights.
Around a dozen Boppard wine-
growers, working in tandem
with catering companies, offer a
very special, sensual Rhine and
wine experience. The highlight
of the Boppard wine event is
the annual Wine Festival at the
end of September and begin-
ning of October. Throughout the
year however there are friendly
wineries, cosy open-air festivals
and of course many individual
wine tastings at the vineyards
themselves which are all part
of the aromatic vine trail which
both locals and visitors love to
follow.

By Car:

Coming from Cologne or Mainz on the A 61 motorway: Take exit
for Boppard/Buchholz, then follow the signs to Boppard (8 kilome-
tres [5 miles] to town centre).

Coming from the A 3 motorway:

At the "Dernbacher Dreieck” junction, take the A 48 motorway in the
Koblenz direction. At the “Koblenzer Kreuz” junction take the A 61
motorway in the Mainz direction as far as the Boppard/Buchholz exit.

You can also get to Boppard on the B 9 highway on the left bank of
the Rhine from Koblenz or Bingen and via the 327 (Hunsrlck Hills
road). The B 42 on the right bank of the Rhine is directly linked to
Boppard by ferry.

By Train:
Boppard train station is directly linked with the regional express
network. You reach Boppard via Koblenz, Mainz and Frankfurt.

By Air:

The “Frankfurt-Hahn" Airport in Hunsrlck is only 55 kilometres (ap-
prox. 34 miles) away from Boppard. The distance from the major air-
port of Frankfurt is 100 kilometres (approx. 62 miles), and the distance
to the Cologne/Bonn Airport is 110 kilometres (approx. 69 miles).
